We do not officially support HTML coding in our tools, but generally you can use HTML to modify text, create links, lists and create other formats.  Be sure to review the results of your work on your website after using any HTML in the tools.  If it doesn’t look right, check your code.  Support for HTML is not part of our standard customer support and is billable if you need us to help troubleshoot. 
Simple Text Formatting
All commands start with <> and end with </>
<b>This text will be bold.</b>

<i>This text will be in italics.</i>

<u>This text will be underlined.</u>

<u><b>This text will be bold and underlined.</u></b>
<br> inserts line break

<p>Paragraph delineation.  Not typically required, but may be on occasion if you can’t get the results your looking for using <br>.</p>
Bulleted List
<ul>

<li>This is a list item.</li>

<li>This is a list item.</li>

</ul>

Note the </ul> at the end, this is important to "close" the list. You can substitute <ol> </ol> for <ul> </ul> if you want the list items to be numbered rather than with bullets.

Yellow highlight is URL that the link should go to, Light Blue Highlight is the text that has the link.  Be sure to replace the link and the “linkable text” to what you need.

Creating E-mail Link:
With NO subject line automatically created:

<a href="mailto:me@me.com">email me</a>
Change the me@me.com to the e-mail address you want it to go to and the “email me” to whatever text you want to be the link. Frequently, it would be the e-mail address you want to be linked to.
With subject line automatically created:

<a href="mailto:me@me.com?subject=Request for Info">request info</a>

Change the me@me.com to the e-mail address you want it to go to and the “email me” to whatever text you want to be the link. Frequently, it would be the e-mail address you want to be linked to.  Change the “Request for Info” to be the subject you want for the e-mail.

Changing font colors for links:

<a href="[link address]" style="color:yellow">Link Text</a>

Many colors are supported as strings:

yellow

red

green

lime

silver

black

white

Or, you can use the HEX code for a color:

<a href="[link address]" style="color:#FFFFFF">Link Text</a>

To find hex codes for a particular color, use either of these sites:

Changing font colors for normal text:
<font color="red">I'm red!</font> 
I'm red! 

Now let's use the hexadecimal value for red. The hexadecimal representation begins with a # sign and is followed by six letters and/or numbers. Here is the example: 

<font color="#FF0000">I'm red!</font>

Reducing or enlarging a font:
<font size="x">text to change</font> 

"x" will be replaced by a number with a + or - sign in front of it. So let's say you wanted to make the font larger. You can use the tag with a +2, like this: 

<font size="+2">I'm a big sentence now!</font> 

I'm a big sentence now! 

Likewise, you can make the font smaller in the same way, using the - sign: 

<font size="-2">Hey, I'm Small!</font> 

Hey, I'm Small! 
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
